In honor of the upcoming Hispanic Heritage month, we would like to share with you
our Hispanic Heritage here at MCRC. We were founded in 1975 as the Hispanic American
Council. Our founders included: Dr. Eron de Leon Soto, Miguel Sague, Samuel Gonzalez,
Jaime Montero, and Rebecca Briody (who continues to serve on the board of directors today).
We were created as a soci al organization th
speaking population utilizing one outreach information and referral specialist. The predomi-
nant Hispanic population at that time was Puerto Rican agricultural workers.

More than 150 families were offered the opportunity to relocate and work here in Erie. This
population was predominantly Mexican.

In 1997, the Hispanic American Council was awarded the Refugee Social Services con-
tract- broadening the scope of services that we could provide. After this, the agency also be-
came accredited to assist with the immigration needs of the communities that we serve. Due
to expanding scope of programming at the agency, our hame was changed to the Multicul-
tural Community Resource Center in 2009. We are pleased to be able to help many popula-
tions in our community who have barriers to employment, education and other life goals over-
come them to achieve selfsufficiency; however, we remember our Hispanic roots with pride!
