People in US and Canada, pay tribute to the men who play the father figure role in their lives, on the third 

Sunday in June each year. 

Clubs, schools and cultural societies in United Kingdom and Ireland, Australia, South Africa organize Fa-

therõs Day parties and get-togethers.  These provide people an opportunity to celebrate the day on a 

wide scale, highlighting the importance of the father's role in the development of the family and society 

as a whole. Children are encouraged to show respect for their fathers, and pay attention to what he 

tries to teach them. 

Breakfast meetings for families are common in Australia.  

Many in South Africa go out for a picnic, fishing or enjoy a meal in a restaurant. 

Celebrating Father's Day is a new concept in India, it is perhaps not even a decade old. The idea of honor-

ing fathers has caught on more in metropolitan areas and bigger towns due to the greater exposure of 

people to the western cultures
